She is curating ‘Too
Much, Overconsumption and our Relationship to
Stuff’ at NJCU Visual Arts Gallery this Septem-
ber. Ferara’s work has been exhibited in numerous
exhibits and she was a 2019 artist-in-residence
with the Eileen S. Kaminsky Family Foundation at
Mana Contemporary in Jersey City. Her work is in
the collection of the William Paterson University
Galleries, The King St. Stephens Museum, and Me-
morial Sloan Kettering among others.

A graduate from Yale Universi-
ty School of Art, Riccadonna is the recipient of the
2020 Association of Community College Trustees
Northeast Region Faculty Award. The exhibition
consists of paintings and works on paper selected
from several of Riccadonna’s series: Garden series,
Hanging Garden series, Puzzle series, Tile series,
and Plastic Pollution series. Riccadonna’s Plastic
Pollution series is a response to the litter contami-
nating our streets and sidewalks, “a visual com-
ment on the consequences of society’s rampant
consumerism and its addiction to plastic.” For this
series, Riccadonna drew from still lifes while aug-
menting the works from her imagination.
