graduated magna cum laude 
with a degree in Near Eastern 
Languages and Civilization in 
1973. In 1980, he earned his 
Ph.D. from Princeton Univer-
sity. He returned to Harvard as a 
W. E. B. DuBois Fellow and 
went on to become Assistant 
Professor at Union Theological 
Seminary in New York. As 
Director of Princeton’s Afro-
American Studies Program for 
six years and as a professor in

He became interested in civil 
rights as a young man, partici-
pating in civil rights demonstra-
tions and organizing protests to 
have Black studies courses in-
cluded at his high school. West 
attended Harvard University and 

Loud, a Memoir, is an explora-
tion of the heart behind the hu-
man mind. In the book, Dr. West 
discusses his growth into a pro-
gressive cultural icon, why he 
embraced his calling of teaching 
over preaching, and what it 
means to live as “an aspiring 
bluesman in a world of ideas 
and a jazzman in the life of the 
mind.” Dr. West was influential 
in developing the storyline for 
the popular “Matrix” movie 
trilogy, and he has been provid-
ing weekly commentaries on 
“The Tavis Smiley Show” on 
Public Radio International. 
 HCCC President Dr. Glen 
Gabert said: “This has surely 
been one of the most exciting 
series of lectures we have ever 
hosted. We look forward to 
welcoming Dr. West to Hudson 
County and to the College. An 
educator and social activist 
whose writing and speaking 
have earned him praise and 
criticism, he is truly a Renais-
sance man, and we all will enjoy 
listening to and learning from 
him.”

A s 2011 continues, the 
Datatel information system 

conversion continues. The new 
computer system, known as 
Colleague, integrates data from 
across the College community in 
an effort to streamline processes 
and empower all users (faculty, 
staff and students). Additionally, 
MyHudson, the name for the 
new HCCC Portal, is a web-
based tool available that central-
izes HCCC information for all 
who use it and Liberty Link is 
the tool inside the Portal that 
gives users access to real-time 
information from Colleague. 
 By the time you read this, 
Colleague will be already be in 
use to pay employees (full-time 
and part-time). The Human 
Resources/Payroll module is one 
of the major components that 
has now been incorporated in 
the implementation project. 
Later this year, Human Re-
sources will be adding options to 
your Liberty Link menu so that 
employees can view additional 
information through MyHudson. 
 Community Education is 
currently transitioning to Col-
league to conduct their business. 
Datatel consultants are working 
with this department to train CE 
personnel on the Datatel tools 
they will soon use. Community 
Education will also have a sig-
nificant presence on the new 
college website, another Datatel-
related improvement that will 
premiere in a few months. 
 Progress continues as we 
transition to the new system. 
Please be patient as all of us 
adjust to our “new” way of do-
ing business. Once everyone 
gets more familiar with Col-
league, MyHudson, and Liberty 
Link and our other new tools, 
you will notice even more im-
provements.
