ACADEMIC FOUNDATIONS LAUNCHES
MATHEMATICS LAB WITH TITLE V GRANT

n January of 2010, Hudson

County Community Col-
lege’s Grants Office, in collabo-
ration with the academic divi-
sions, drafted a grant proposal
titled, “Building a 21st Century
Community College.” HCCC, a
federally designated Hispanic
Serving Institution, applied for
and was awarded just over $3
million for a performance period
of five years under the Title V
Strengthening Institutions pro-
gram administered by the United
States Department of Education,
Office of Post Secondary Educa-
tion.

The proposal submitted by
the HCCC Grants Office identi-

fied two activities in need of
funding that will significantly
expand the academic services
available to the citizens of Hud-
son County. The first activity,
titled: “Expanding Access and
Increasing Student Success and
Persistence through the estab-
lishment of the Center for Dis-
tance Education (CDE)” has
already created a central
“technology hub” to be used by
faculty and staff members, as
well as students. The CDE will
provide professional develop-
ment to faculty members
through training workshops and
sessions, and it will also provide
the foundation for the continued
growth of on-line/distance edu-

cation at HCCC.

The second activity, titled:
“Strengthening the Capacity of
the Mathematics and Technol-
ogy Programs,” focuses on the
STEM programs at HCCC and
the reorganization of the Aca-
demic Foundations, Mathemat-
ics Department. HCCC aims to
improve the enrollment, reten-
tion, persistence, and completion
data of their students by devel-
oping and enhancing their cur-
rent Mathematics and Technol-
ogy programs. HCCC will use
funds from this award to acquire
new, cutting-edge equipment,
materials, and supplies that will

York, N.Y. According to art-
daily.org, Atlanta-born artist,
Emma Amos once said, “For

me, a black artist, to walk into
the studio is a political act.”

Amos has worked as an
illustrator for Sesame Street.
She was the only female artist in
Romare Bearden’s Spiral
Group, which was celebrated
recently in a show at the Studio
Museum in Harlem. Three of
her works are in the exhibit: one
of the works, a pastel painting
“Josephine and the Os-
trich” (1984) is a tribute to Jose-
phine Baker, an American-born
French dancer, singer and ac-
tress who was carried through a
boulevard in Budapest, sitting in
a carriage pulled by an ostrich.

New Jersey artist Faith
Ringgold’s “Double Dutch on
the Golden Gate
Bridge” (1988), is one of four of
her quilts on display. It’s about
having the freedom to go for
one’s dreams. Here at HCCC,
you can see work by Emma
Amos in the Cundari building at
870 Bergen, in the first floor
student lounge.

In certain cases,
such as if a student testing has
not completed high school or
its equivalent (GED), the
Placement Test can also be
used to determine eligibility for
financial aid.
