Artist News
	 Rest in peace Wayne Thiebaud, a great 
American artist who died December 25, 2021 
at the age of 101. He was famous for gorgeous 
paintings of desserts, and for his urban and rural 
landscapes that had painted surfaces resembling 
cake frosting. His autographed offset lithographs 
can be found in the 2nd floor reception area and 
the 504 reception area of the Culinary Conference 
Center.

	 Wayne Thiebaud was born in Mesa, Arizona in 
1920. His father was an inventor who moved the 
family to California when Thiebaud was just a baby. 
Because Thiebaud's dad was unable to find work 
during the Great Depression, they moved again to 
Utah, where they had family, to work on a farm. 
Young Thiebaud spent his childhood “milking 
cows, shooting deer for meat, and planting alfalfa,” 
according to his New York Times obituary. An uncle 
who was an amateur cartoonist, made drawings 
for the boy, who said that experience made him 
interested in art. Thiebaud studied commercial 
art in high school. He worked as a sign painter, 
a cartoonist, and an apprentice animator at the 
Disney studios. (You can see an original Disney 
drawing on the 5th floor of the Gabert Library.  
Click here to see it on our website)

	 Thiebaud joined the Army during World War II 
as an illustrator for the Air Corps newspaper. After 
the war, he got a job in Los Angeles drawing comics 
for an in-house magazine of a drug company. A  
co-worker, Robert Mallary, whose work is also 
in the Foundation Art Collection, told Thiebaud 
to think about painting as a career. (Here is a 
link to Robert Mallary's work in the Collection 
Art Collection from Hudson County Community 
College | Artwork Archive) Thiebaud took the 

suggestion to heart, and his first solo shows in 
the 1960s were an immediate hit. Throughout 
his entire life, he taught art in addition to making 
paintings, drawings, and prints.

	 Normally, we don't devote an entire column to 
one artist, but Thiebaud's thoughts about art are 
worth considering. 

	 In a 2002 interview, when he was 82 years old, 
he talked about what he called his “steady painting 
process.” He painted every day from 6 a.m. – 10 
a.m. and then he took a break and worked again 
in the afternoon. “I have a terrific indulgent family 
that lets me paint on Christmas afternoons or 
Thanksgiving. And that’s--I’m really blessed with 
that, because they’ll put up with the greatest 
nonsense in the world. I’ll say, 'I’m sorry. I have to 
go paint.' And they--they indulge me in that.”

	 He also talked about the experience of other 
painter's work, “painting … is just an old flat 
piece of something with some stuff smeared on 
it. And it doesn’t move, it doesn’t talk. It doesn’t 
do anything unless we do something to it. Unless 
we get at it with our bodies, and feel it with the 
same responses that the painter had. That’s what 
they want you to do. That’s why when you--the 
wonderful thing--I just love going to museums, 
and to try and be intimately connected and do the 
painting with them. I mean, I could never do the 
painting with them, but I like to think that I’m 
in that world suddenly in terms of my physical 
presence. And that’s how you bring a painting 
alive. Otherwise, people are right when they say 
painting is dead. But you have to bring it up like 
Lazarus, you know.”

	 He cautioned against being excited about art: 
“I think excitement’s great if you go to football 
games. It’s terrific to be excited about love, excited 
about all kinds of things. But in learning, in any 
kind of reflective appreciation of something, one 
has to be absorbed, I think. And to be absorbed, 
you can’t really be excited, because that’s another 
state. And you go to a museum and the people 
who I like to see in museums are the ones who sit 
down someplace and look and keep looking. And 
you cannot look enough, long enough, carefully 
enough to see paintings in my judgement. And it 
isn’t exciting in that sense, I don’t think. And that 
I think has been the wrong turn to--and you hear 
often, 'This is an exciting new painter. This is an 
exciting new sculpture. This is an exciting new 
conceptual artist.' And I don’t find very much  
excitement in those in the first place, but I’m 
looking for some sort of work in whatever category 
to have some sort of meditative character, some 
richness of visual experience that transcends 
ordinariness, and really does take up something 
really quite special.”

	 Mr. Thiebaud's paintings sold well throughout 
his life. However, he always had a regular teaching 
job. People often asked him for advice about being 
a painter. He would say, “'Well, you’d better find 
a way, if you’re really going to be a painter, find a 
way to sort of--don’t worry so much about making 
a living as such by your painting, but make a life 
with your painting, and find some way to do that, 
because it’s--that’s probably the way it’s going to 
be.' And very, very few people still who are painters 
can really exist by their work alone. But that 
doesn’t keep them from doing it. No, they’re--and 
that to me is probably more hopeful than anything. 
And every place you go--every place I’m asked to 
go, they’re always a terrific group of young people 
working and loving it and making a life. And this 
I think is a very positive aspect.” You can read the

	 We also have a conceptual art piece about 
Wayne Thiebaud installed on the 5th floor of 
the North Hudson campus, as part of Victor 
Landwebber's work Artist to Artist, which is 
photographs of artworks about artworks, in this 
case, Thiebaud's paintings of postcards of famous 
art works Artist to Artist from the collection of 
Hudson County Community College | Artwork 
Archive. Conceptual art works are strange. Their 
purpose is to make you think about ideas rather 
than attend to the craftsmanship or talent of the 
artist. In this case, if you think about an artist 
making art about artists' works about artists, and 
your head spins, the art is doing its job.

February 11, 3 p.m.
“Art in Cadence”, a poem by Rashad Wright, is installed on the 6th floor of the Gabert Library.
